III. I was natural born in the country of Illinois to a father of the same origin; wherefore,

IV. lam anative of the American republic of Illinois under the rule of jus sanguinis; hence, I am a natural born
Illinois national (Illinoisan) under the principles of international and American law;

V.  lam executing this declaration under my own free will, of full knowledge and, as being a neutral, without any
injurious intent to the United States or any state or State in or of the Union or the United States;

V1. 1understand, and do embrace, that the Constitution for the United States of America is the supreme organic
law of the United States of America, the several States of America and the several States;

VIL. 1do not and will not participate in elections, as set forth by the Constitution of the United States, 14th
amendment, section 2, that mandates federal citizen participation as it is an act of treason against my republic;

VI Iexecute this declaration as a matter of natural right as pursuant to the general premises of the law of nations
and by ancillary law established by Congress of the United States, as vested to said Congress by the
Constitution of the United States, Article I, Section 8, Paragraph 4, which includes, but is not limjted to, Public
Law, 15 United States Statutes at Large, Chapter 249, pps 223-224, section 1 (1868), and Title 8 of the United
States Code, sections 1481(a)(2) and 1101(a)(21)&(23); and in regard to all such law,

IX. Tunderstand that it is bestowed to legally change my natural national domicile to that of an acquired national
domicile; hence, [ have elected to become a Colorado national (Coloradoan) [and citizen]; and,

X.  Ihereby assert as a matter of natural right, which is sustained by the law of nations and the aforesaid
congressional authority, that as of my date of nativity any presumed, implied and/or legally induced 14th
amendment naturalization or persona designata is unlawful, thus void ab initio; and hence,

XI.  Ihereby assert and enjoin that any private domestic law that relates to and/or is caused by federal citizens that
is imposed on me by presumption, or anything that is joined to such law of or in adhesion that is imposed on
me and/or expressed by me in error, due to a scheme and/or wanton omissions, which is hereby void and
canceled, is foreign law, hence, in regard to me, all such law is severed ab initio; inasmuch as:

¢ Thave never given my express consent to be or become a citizen and national of the United States; and, hereby
declare my allegiance to the republic/state of Colorado and claim sole nationality thereof.”

PETITION FOR RECONSIDERATION AND
MANDATORY JUDICIAL NOTICE

Comes now petitioner Laurence Rene’, Goodman and respectfully files this petition for
reconsideration and mandatory judicial notice pursuant to C.R.C.P. Rule 60(b). This petition for
reconsideration is made on the grounds that the Colorado Independent Ethics Commission
determination was made by mistake, inadvertence, or excusable neglect.

I. JURISDICTION AND PARTIES

1) This tribunal has jurisdiction by virtue of Colorado Const. Article XXIX § 5 (3)(c) Petitioner
has a right to relief. Colorado Const. Article XXIX § 5 (3)(c) states;
“The commission skall conduct an investigation, hold a public hearing, and render
findings on each non-frivolous complaint pursuant to written rules adopted by the
commission.” Emphasis added.

2) Laurence Rene’, Goodman, hereinafter “Petitioner” has standing to file the attached amended
complaint. The Petitioner is the injured party in fact and brings this complaint in his proper
person without aid of counsel. Petitioner has lived in Gilpin County Colorado for the last 25
years,

3) Glenda J. Allen was DBA GILPIN COUNTY ASSESSOR. On or about October 9, 2003,
Glenda J. Allen was removed from office by Court-Ordered Resignation from a Grand Jury
Indictment in Case # 03-CR-26 for malfeasance of the assessor’s office. Respondent Anne
Schafer replaced Glenda J. Allen as GILPIN COUNTY assessor and is located at 203 Eureka
Street, P.O. Box 429 Central City, Colorado 80427. Respondent Alynn K. Huffman is DBA as
GILPIN COUNTY treasurer at 203 Eureka Street, P.O. Box 368, Central City, Colorado 80427.

II. FACTUAL BACKGROUND

4) On or about January 26, 2009 the Petitioner filed a complaint with the Colorado Independent
Ethics Commission by U.S. mail return receipt no. 7004 2890 0004 0710 8235.

5) Petitioner received a determination by U.S. mail from the IEC dated February 3, 2009. The

IEC determination claims the allegations set forth in the aforementioned complaint do not
constitute a violation of Article XXIX of the Colorado Constitution. See copy attached hereto,

I1I. CLAIM FOR RELIEF

6) By virtue of Colo. Const. art. XXIX § 5 (3)(a) which states:
“Any person may file a written complaint with the independent ethics commission asking
whether a public officer, member of the general assembly, local government official, or
government employee has failed to comply with this article or any other standards of

conduct or reporting requirements as provided by law within the proceedings twelve
months.” Emphasis added.

7) The aforementioned determination of February 3, 2009 is ripe for correction by virtue of
Colo. Const. art. XXTIX § 1 (1)(a)(b)(c) which states;
(1) “The people of the state of Colorado hereby find and declare that:
(a)The conduct of public officers, members of the general assembly, local government
officials, and government employees must hold the respect and confidence of the people;
(b)They shall carry out their duties for the benefit of the people of the state;”
(c)The shall, therefore, avoid conduct that is in violation of their public trust or that
creates justifiable impression among members of the public that such trust is being
violated;” Emphasis added.

8) As elected public officials the Respondents have a duty to take an oath to up hold the
Colorado State Constitution. Pursuant to Colo. Const. art. XXIX § 1 (1)(b) Respondents’
fiduciary duties, are mandated by the Colorado legislature, codified, and described in Colorado
Revised Statute. By virtue of C.R.S. 39-5-122(1), C.R.S. 39-5-122(2), and C.R.S. 39-5-123
Respondents’ are in breach of good faith and fair dealing of both standards of conduct and-
reporting requirements as illustrated paragraphs 12, 13, 14, and 15 of the original complaint,

IV. DEMAND FOR RELIEF

WHEREFORE, the Plaintiff demands as a matter of right;
1) That the tribunal enter its Order vacating and setting aside the Order of February 3, 2009.

2) That the IEC hold a hearing that permits discovery and issue an advisory opinion in
Petitioner’s favor so remedies can be obtained.
